The Plan designates the trees and hedgerows as listed in Schedule 4 as locallppdigeddpment
that would result in the loss of theseeis and hedgerows, or those subsequently listed by| any
relevant authority, will not be supportedevelopment requiring planning permission that damapes

or results in the loss of trees or hedgerows of arboricultural and amenity value will not be pernmitted
unless the benefits of the proposed development outweigh the amenity value of the pratected
trees. Development proposals must be designed to retain trees or hedgerows of good arborigultural
and amenity value Development proposals should be accompabig@ survey that establishes the
health and longevity of any affected trees or hedgerows and a management plan to demonstrate
how they will be so maintained.

The Salehurst and Robertsbridge Character Assessment (see evidence base) will be used as a
refererce to assess the impact of the proposals.
