It must be signed by a Health professional.

A telephone contact number for the householder is essential since we will make direct contact to confirm collection times.

Confirmation signature is required for verification purposes. 


3. Waste type.
Please tick any categories which apply, and supply any further description as appropriate


4. Scheduling considerations: frequency, period and start date.
We operate a routine weekly or 2 weekly schedules. A single request for a regular collection is appropriate; we will continue to collect against such requests until advised otherwise.
If collections are infrequent (greater than 2 weekly frequency) or irregular, a request for each collection should be made; please enter “one-off” as the frequency.
Please advise a starting date for the collections; we need at least a week’s notice, but do not advise us any more than one month before, please.

Print the form (page 2 of this document), and fill in, or
Fill in the appropriate boxes (tab to move from box to box, and space bar to highlight a tick box) and print and sign.
Individual practices can “pre-fill” in several boxes, and save the bespoke form for themselves.
